¶  

I worked with all the wonderful volunteers to paint our 

Social Room and  the office, which we provided with an 

actual desk!  

¶ I officiated at five weddings, one ten -year marriage vow 

renewal (which includes pre -wedding planning and 

consultation) and two funerals.  

¶ Iõve joined Habitat for Humanityõs Interfaith Build 

Committee and attended monthly meetings for the 

project.  

¶ Iõve delivered an interfaith prayer at the dedication of 

one of Habitat for Humanityõs homes, and attended 

another as UUFSôs representative.. 

¶ I worked with the Social Action Committee on our very 

successful òPeace In the Parkó Event.(which resulted in 

making important contacts within the larger community - 

including members of the Bahaõi Faith, the Muslim 

community, various Christian groups, and members of 

Salisbury City Government)  

¶ Iõve been interviewed twice by a reporter for WBOC, and 

twice by a reporter for the daily times.  

I preached at the Easton Fellowship, where I met the 

Reverend Dan Higgins.  

¶ Iõve been a guest panelist at both Salisbury University and 

Asbury United Methodist Church.  

¶ Iõve prepared and led Path to Membership classes for 

our new members, and met with visitors after services on 

the fourth Sunday of each month.  

¶ I prepared a òService Leaders Playbookó for our Worship 

Associates.  

¶ I provided pastoral care as needed and requested.
