February 7 – Forbidden Fruit: The Audacity of Moral Freedom 
and Responsibility Wes Davis 
Wes Davis is an educator, musician, writer and speaker with a 
broad range of interests and life experiences. He earned his 
Master of Divinity degree from Wesley Theological Seminary in 
Washington, D.C. and served as a United Methodist pastor for 
thirteen years. Currently he is a full-time musician performing 
mostly in the Ocean City, Maryland area and an adjunct faculty 
member at Salisbury University in the Communication Arts 
Department. 
 
 

February 14 – Standing on the Side of Love John Wright 
February 14 is, of course, Valentine’s Day and the Unitarian 
Universalist Association has also designated it “National 
Standing on the Side of Love Day”.  Many Unitarian Universalist 
congregations begin each service with the statement that “Love 
is the doctrine of this church”.  In this service John Wright will 
consider Valentines’ Day, the various forms our doctrine of love 
can take, and the idea that we are standing, not only on the 
side of love, but in the midst of it, as well. 
 
John received his Master of Divinity degree from the Starr King 
School for the Ministry, the Unitarian Universalist Seminary in 
Berkeley, California.  His particular field of specialization is 
pastoral care surrounding death and loss.  John now serves as 
Consulting Minister to the UUFS. 
 
 
February 21 – The Nature of Reality Andy Pica

INTO THE FUTURE 
A Plan for Financial Independence 

(Finance Committee) 
 
The UUFS Board of Trustees has approved a capital campaign 
to pay off our only debt, our building mortgage, by December 
31, 2012. This proposal was discussed at the congregational 
meeting in November.  
 
The Fellowship currently owes about $39,000 on the building 
loan, which is scheduled to run until 2017. The benefits of a 
successful campaign to pay it off early are significant: 

¶ no more monthly loan payments, thus freeing up 
more of our budget for a minister 

¶ a saving of over $4,000 in interest 

¶ the prospect of moving sooner to half-time ministry 

¶ the satisfaction of being debt free (and the fun of a 
mortgage burning party!) 

 
Removing the monthly loan payment from the operating 
budget would free up more of our annual operating funds to 
help finance ministry. This year we are funding a quarter-time 
consulting ministry position for John Wright, with about half 
the money coming from operating funds and the other half 
from savings. The savings portion (about $7,600) is coming 
from the Ministry Fund collected over several years, but those 
funds will be nearly exhausted by the end of this fiscal year.  
From July 1 on, the entire cost of ministry will need to come 
from the annual operating budget. Not having to make a 
monthly loan payment will give us almost all the extra money 
we need to sustain quarter-time ministry. 
 
The new plan calls for launching our INTO THE FUTURE capital 
campaign next month, in conjunction with the annual pledge 
campaign. The goal is to raise $42,493 over three years. That’s 
enough to cover the $39,000 principal as well as the interest 
between now and the final payoff. About 40% of the total will 
go to make the monthly payments between July 1, 2010 and 
December 31, 2012, and the other 60% will retire the loan in 
2012. The important point is that we don’t have to wait until 
2012 to remove the loan payments from the operating budget. 
We can start making those payments out of the capital fund 
beginning this July 1. That way the capital campaign should 
provide an immediate and sustainable solution to our problem 
of funding ministry. 
 
Raising $42,493 in addition to our annual operating funds is an 
ambitious goal, and it will require sacrifice on the part of our 
members. Spreading the cost over three years and over the

entire membership (and a few good friends!) should ease the burden. With our official 
membership at sixty-five, the average annual contribution per member would need to 
be $218. The average annual contribution per pledge unit (household) would be $283, 
based on fifty pledge units. Of course, our households differ greatly in financial 
circumstances, so members will need to decide for themselves how much they are 
willing and able to contribute. A good rule of thumb is that your three-year capital 
pledge needs to be roughly equal to your annual budget pledge, so that you contribute 
four-thirds of your normal donation for the next three years. Please know that all 
contributions will be greatly appreciated.  By the way, UUFS conducted a similar three-
year capital campaign to raise money for the acquisition of this building, and it was 
highly successful. 
 
At the Annual Pledge Dinner on March 6, the Fellowship will kick off both its annual 
pledge campaign and the three-year capital campaign. The pledge form will contain 
spaces for two pledges, an annual pledge to be paid over the coming fiscal year (July 1, 
2010 to June 30, 2011), and a capital pledge to be paid over three years (by the end of 
2012). Please do not reduce your annual pledge in order to make a capital pledge, 
since we do not anticipate any reduction in our operating expenses. 
 
For the past three years, UUFS has been in discussions with the Joseph Priestley 
District over our application for a Chalice Lighter grant. This is a grant of $20,000 
spread over three years to assist a congregation with a growth project. In January 
2008, the JPD Growth and Extension Committee awarded us the grant, but made the 
award “contingent on the ministry position being half-time,” a condition that we were 
not in a financial position to accept. Our Board has appealed to the committee for 
assistance in sustaining our quarter-time ministry, but we have been told that we must 
get at least that far on our own. Although the immediate goal of the capital campaign 
is to finance quarter-time ministry, its success might bring half-time ministry closer as 
well.  An expansion of the position from quarter-time to half-time could be financed 
with the help of the Chalice Lighter grant and some membership growth. The Growth 
and Extension Committee is receptive to reinstating the grant as soon as UUFS can 
afford to meet its condition. The expanded position might be occupied by a minister 
called by the congregation, following the procedures laid out in our by-laws, rather 
than a consulting minister hired by the Board of Trustees. 
 
UUFS has an opportunity to take a decisive step forward. Every time we have polled 
the membership on the subject, the support for having a minister has been 
overwhelming. Now we have a choice between funding ministry on a year-to-year 
basis by having to ask our members for repeated contributions to the Ministry Fund, or 
permanently putting our Fellowship on a more solid financial footing by paying off our 
building loan. The Finance Committee and the Board of Trustees believe that the 
second approach is the sounder strategy.  We hope you’ll contribute generously to this 
cause.

Dear Ones: 
 

As I write this, Kit and I are preparing to leave for Washington State to visit my family 
there.  And each time I go I am astonished anew by the looming presence of Mt 
Rainier.   
 
It is magnificent, incredible, awe-inspiring- a constant presence in the lives of everyone 
who lives there.  At over 14,000 feet, it rises head-and-shoulders above the

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  surrounding Cascade Mountains- themselves thousands of feet high.  
It is snow capped all year round, and there are days when, at sunset, 
it turns pink- looking for all the world like a huge mountain of 
strawberry ice. 
 
But it is, in the final analysis, a volcano.  It is capable of devastation 
on a scale rivaling that of any earthquake or tsunami, surrounded as 
it is by major population centers.  Of course, most people in the area 
don‘t worry too much about it.  But it‘s very presence is a constant 
reminder of the very real possibility. 
 
The people of Haiti, too, have lived with the possibility of disaster.  
Like those living in Los Angeles, or on any other of the major 
earthquake areas of the world, they knew a devastating earthquake 
could happen.  Like those folks living in the shadow of Mt Rainier, it 
was a possibility.  But unlike Western Washington, there was not the 
constant presence of a mountain to remind them of the fragility of 
their lives.  I’m sure many of them had not previously given an 
earthquake much thought.  
 
No, for them the blow came “like a thief in the night”.  They were 
taken completely and utterly by surprise.   
As of this writing the reports of death are numbering in the 200,000 
range.  It is a number I cannot even begin to imagine.  And I certainly 
cannot begin to imagine the fear, pain, horror, and heartbreak of 
the millions of people whose lives will be forever altered by this 
catastrophe.  For them January 12, 2010 will forever be 
remembered as the day their world ended- whether they lived or 
died. 
 
Like our brothers and sisters in New Orleans who are still trying to 
rebuild their lives years after Hurricane Katrina, our brothers and 
sisters in Haiti will be trying to recover from this tragedy for years to 
come. 
 
There is a poem by Shel Silverstein entitled “Forgotten Language” 
which says, in part,  “Once I joined the crying of each falling, dying 
flake of snow.  Once I spoke the language of the flowers.  How did it 
go?  How did it go?”   
It is my fervent hope that in the heated rush of our everyday lives, 
the crying of the people in Haiti will not be forgotten.  That as the 
daily news moves on to other headlines, as the earth beneath Haiti 
settles into a tenuous peace awaiting the next earthquake, the 
suffering of today will not be lost.   
 
May we hold those poor, beleaguered souls in our thoughts and 
prayers.  May these people who have lost so much find some 
measure of comfort in the years to come.  May their grief, in time, 
be transformed into a kind of peace.  And may each of us - even if 
only in spirit- find a way to “join the crying of each falling, dying 
flake of snow”.

What is Standing on the Side of Love? 
Standing on the Side of Love (SSL, pronounced “Sizzle”) is a public 
advocacy campaign, sponsored by the Unitarian Universalist 
Association (UUA), promoting respect for the inherent worth and 
dignity of every person. We believe that no one should be 
dehumanized through acts of exclusion, oppression, or violence 
because of their identities. 

Why is the UUA doing a public advocacy campaign? 
Our Tennessee Valley Unitarian Universalist (UU) Church was 
attacked by a gunman on July 27, 2008, because the gunman 
objected to its liberal views and its affirmation of glbt people. 
Following that tragedy, the courage and love demonstrated by 
Tennessee UUs was a powerful testament to our faith. Living out 
our values of respect and inclusion, UUs across the country can 
play a role in challenging exclusion, oppression, and violence in 
our local communities and in our nation. 

What are the goals of the campaign? 

1. To elevate and focus Unitarian Universalism’s voice in the public 
square, to influence public attitudes about the worth and dignity of all. 

2. To mobilize quick and effective responses to incidents of 
exclusion, oppression, or violence based on intolerance 
of people’s identities.

The introduction of ά/ƻŦŦŜŜ IƻǳǊ Iƻǎǘέ (formerly thought of as “treater”) still offers everyone a chance to help with welcoming 
& hospitality.  Each member gets a turn hosting the “Coffee & Conversation” time after service.  This entails arriving at 10:30 to 
make coffee/beverages, bringing a simple snack to put out after service, and the clean-up after.  You need not be a baker or 
cook- something as simple as cheese & crackers and grapes, or pretzels & baby carrots is fine.  Think easy, maybe healthy, and 
tidy to make it easy on yourself.
