2010/2011 PLEDGE DRIVE AND CAPITAL 
CAMPAIGN 

(Finance Committee) 
 

The Unitarian Universalist Fellowship at Salisbury is at a 
crossroads regarding whether or not we have a minister next 
year. The major   impetus   behind   INTO THE FUTURE, our 
upcoming capital campaign, is to secure the funding for a part-
time minister for next year and beyond . The campaign will be 
running concurrently with the annual pledge drive. If the 
campaign succeeds in its goal to raise $42,493, an amount 
needed to pay off our mortgage in the next three years, then 
we will have essentially freed up loan payment money to fund 
a part-time minister. 
 
Regarding the annual pledge drive, the Board has approved a 
pledge target of  $40,088 for the proposed budget for FY2010-
2011, an amount to cover ongoing expenses and a one-quarter 
time ministerial position.  It is important to keep in mind that 
nearly all of our annual income comes from pledges. We have 
no major fund raisers, endowments, gifts, rich donors or 
special accounts to tap. (The one-time ministerial fund will be 
depleted or nearly so by the end of this fiscal year.)  To achieve 
our goal to pay off the mortgage in three years and to meet our 
annual expenses next year, both the annual pledge drive and 
the capital campaign will need our considerable support. It 
should be noted, while we pay our regular pledges annually, 
payments on a capital campaign pledge may be made over the 
next three years.  
 
 While the annual pledge drive is still during the month of 
March, we're   doing things a little differently this year. The 
annual pledge dinner on March 6th   will be the kickoff of the 
pledge drive, not the wrap up as in the past.  At the dinner, the 
Finance Committee will make brief presentations on both the 
annual pledge drive and the capital campaign, and will 
distribute the pledge packets. 
 
One inclusion in your pledge packet is the UUA Suggested Fair 
Share Giving Guide.    The guide enables  members to 
determine a suggested   pledge amount based on a few 
computations. Members tell us that the guide is useful in 
deciding what their fair share pledge should be, one that   
reflects their particular circumstances. 
 
We are the benefactors of the foresight of earlier members, 
who ran a successful capital campaign and provided us with 
our church home. We, in turn, have an opportunity to leave a 
ministerial legacy for future members.

Dear Ones: 
 

For many Christians, this is the season of Lent.  For Baha’is, March 2 to March 
21 marks their month of fast.  For both of these groups, this time has 
traditionally been seen as a time of sacrifice.  Typically, many Christians fast 
during this time, or at least “give something up” for Lent.

A Quaker native of Philadelphia, Mr. Zendt received his 
B.S. in Psychology from Trinity College and M.S. in 
Education from the University of Pennsylvania.
