Dear Ones:

| wanted to tell you about an exciting new development within
our Joseph Priestley District of the UUA. Representatives from
the seven UU congregations on the DelMarVa Peninsula
(Wilmington, Newark, Dover, Southern Delaware, Chestertown,
Easton and UUFS) have been meeting for the last few months
to discuss forming a “cluster”.

Why, you might ask? Well, the towns on the peninsula tend to
be relatively small, with lots of rural areas, and our per capita
income tends to be less than that of the “western shore”. All of
this means that, generally, our UU congregations are smaller,
with less resources, and are somewhat more isolated than our
sister congregations across the Bay. Clearly, as a group we are
capable of larger projects and greater visibility collectively than
individually.

This was some of the reasoning that went into the decision to
form a coalition among those seven congregations. We're still
in the process of trying to figure out exactly what we want to
be, but | believe the meetings are an important first step.

Some of the ideas that have been mentioned are: a web site,
so that anyone can see what’s happening in Delmarva’s “UU
World” more easily, a speaker’s bureau, where congregations
can look for interesting speakers and topics, a calendar of
events for inter-congregational or interfaith community
building, a “UU revival or mini-assembly” or sponsoring
workshops to be held here on the Peninsula. Our meetings
have also featured a “forum” for discussing “challenges” that
one congregation or another might be facing, to see how the
others might handle (or have handled) it.

I know that the concept is not an altogether new one. In fact it
was attempted and apparently died a rather quick death on
DelMarva someitne ago0. But perhaps the time is right to
give new life to an old idea. It is, in my opinion, a rich
opportunity to interact with other UU congregations, and a
wonderful way to get to know other UU’s in our area, and a
potentially powerful vehicle for spreading the “good news” of
Unitarian Universalism throughout the Peninsula.

Of course, your support and input is more than welcome.
Though Naomi and | have been attending regularly, we are by

no means the only members of UUFS who can be involved.
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If you should have any ideas for projects that the cluster might consider, or issues you
feel the group might address, or would like to attend a cluster meeting, please see
Naomi or me for details. We would welcome your interest!
